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Class OC & 0S

This week we have been practising for our nativity show. The children &
are doing amazing with remembering their lines and the songs! Please
don’t forget to send your child’s costume in with them on Monday.

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Class 28 & 2MT

This week we have completed our ‘hot task’ and written our own
warning stories in English. We have also finished our reading
strategy text ‘The Tear Thief’ - maybe you could ask the children
what happened in this story?

In history, we have learnt about how the Great Fire of London
changed the way houses are designed and built. We acted in role
and gave feedback to Sir Christopher Wren about how he could
improve London!

In Art, we have experimented with chalk and graphite pencils to
see how we can alter the tone of something.

Their stories were bursting
with imaginative twists, vivid descriptions, and clever storytelling.
Well done, Year 3—it’s clear how much progress you have made
throughout this topic.

In Desigh and Technology, the children desighed roundhouses. They
thoughtfully considered the materials they would use, how to join
them effectively, and how to ensure their structures were stable and
freestanding.

In Maths, we explored division in greater depth, introducing the
children to the formal calculation method. They approached this
with tremendous focus and determination, showing great resilience
in mastering this new skill.
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Class 4S & 4M

We have now written our Hot Write about, ‘Who has the greatest
impact on Edward’s transformation’. We have loved everything tos
do with Edward Tulane’s miraculous journey this half term. We are$
looking forward to moving on to our next poetry text. In maths, we
now can do formal written method for division and are even

attempting and succeeding at this with remainders.
